6. The Surrounding Neighborhood

This section provides and overview of the general area, including political districts, transportation, schools, basic shopping, post offices, and library services. 

This area is notorious for changing street names. Two nearby examples:

· Traveling west on Route 50, Arlington Boulevard becomes Fairfax Boulevard after Fairfax Circle, then merges with Lee Highway (Route 29) for several miles. 

· The closest north-south route is about ¼ mile west on Route 50. Turn left, and it’s Pickett Road; turn right, it soon becomes Blake Lane, which later is Jermantown Road.

Transportation
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The Mews is very conveniently located close to Route 66 (a major route into Washington and points west), the Capital Beltway, and Metrorail (a Metro map like the one shown is included in this guide.)

The closest Metro station is Vienna (the terminus of the Orange Line), located on Nutley Street just past Lee Highway and before Route 66. This station is only about a mile from the Mews. You may, however, have trouble parking there on weekdays unless you leave home quite early. There are two options: 

· Walk to Route 50 and Nutley and catch a Cue bus to the Vienna station (look for the green “Cue” sign just west of the corner or across 50 on Nutley)

· Drive to the Dunn Loring station, located on Gallows Road about ½ mile south of Lee Highway (no guarantees, but a better shot at parking than at the Vienna station)

Please note that you will need a SmarTrip card to exit Metro parking lots. These cards and information are available at all stations.

The Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority has a great website, which includes a “trip planner” function. You’ll be able to get all the information you need about using public transportation at www.wmata.com. And at www.nextbus.com, you will find a real-time GPS zoomable plot, with exact arrival times, of all Cue buses at all stops.
